B05 was originally Pacific Coast Ry. #105.
  Purchased by the WP&YR in 1937 as #105.  Work car from 1937 to 1947.  Renumbered #B05 in 1947.  Later in 1947, converted back to a passenger car and renumbered #262.  Destroyed by the 1969 Skagway roundhouse fire.

4th X9 was originally Flatcar USA #334085.  Built up into Gondola USA #334085 in 1944.  Later in 1947, it became WP&YR Gondola #773.  Renumbered #123 in 1948.  Cut back down to Flatcar #123 in 1952.
