519 destroyed by the February 12, 1932 Skagway roundhouse fire.

531 wrecked near Mile Post 90 on August 15, 1947.

545 wrecked at Mile Post 36 on August 28, 1943.

615 wrecked at Mile Post 6 on September 18, 1943.

649 wrecked at Bennett, BC on September 17, 1943.

637~655 (odd numbers) were made in 1906 from 10 of 15 stock car underframes that had been built in 1901.  The remaining five underframes were used to make Stock Cars ##761~769 (odd numbers).

665 wrecked at Mile Post 36 on September 30, 1943.

673 and 675 were wrecked at Mile Post 84 on September 13, 1943.

Proposed 685 was originally the underframe of Stock Car #765.  Stock car cut down to become the underframe of Tank Car 1st 1 in 1925.  Underframe proposed to become Flatcar #685 in 1931; however, it instead became the underframe of Tank Car 2nd 1 in 1931.

687 was originally the underframe of Stock Car #769.  The stock car cut down to become the underframe of Tank Car #2 in 1925.  Underframe converted to flatcar in 1938 (#687).

689 originally numbered 1st 549.  Converted to tank car underframe in 1927 (#4).  Converted back to flatcar in 1938 (#689).

Former C&S 1909 boxcars may be identified by (i) 1909 boxcar coupler pockets, (ii) crossbears that have vertical side sill supports at their ends, and usually (iii) a higher location of grab irons on the end sills.

The features of former 1910 boxcars and the features of former stock cars built in 1910 (1942 AFE) are the same.  The former 1910 boxcars and former stock cars may be identified by (i) 1910 coupler pockets, (ii) crossbears that have vertical side sill supports at their ends, and usually (iii) a higher location of grab irons on the end sills.
Former C&S gondolas built in 1910 may be identified by (i) 1910 coupler pockets, (ii) crossbears that have ends that are either flat or contain stake pockets, and usually (iii) a lower location of grab irons on the end sills.
Former C&S Refrigerator Cars ##1109 and 1118 may be identified by (i) 1909 refrigerator car coupler pockets, (ii) crossbears that have vertical side sill supports at their ends, and usually (iii) a higher location of grab irons on the end sills.

Either 1175 or 1187 was sold to the Lahaina, Kaanapali & Pacific R.R. in 1982; the other was scrapped in 1982.

Two of these flatcars have been built up into open observation cars: ##1163 and 1172.  Two former White Pass flatcars bear numbers that are identical to G.L. Two of these flatcars have been built up into passenger gondolas: ##1147 and 1185.  One is the underframe for a fire car: ex-#1178, now #0178.  The S.V. R.R. once had another former White Pass flatcar, which it immediately sold to the Georgetown Loop R.R.: #1172.

Depressed Center Cars

1200 was originally the underframe of Loco #62’s original tender.  Tender reassigned to Loco #66 in 1947.  Tender superstructure replaced in 1951.  Underframe used to make Flatcar #1200 in 1957.
1201 was originally Loco #70’s original tender.  Tender assigned to Rotary #1 from 1950 to 1953.  Assigned to Loco #190 from 1953 to 1960.  Used to make Flatcar #1201 in 1962.

Proposed 1204 was under construction and destroyed by the October 15, 1969 Skagway roundhouse fire.

Faro Mine Ore Cars

300-315, 2nd 316-326, 327-399, 2nd 400, 3rd 401, 2nd 402-412, 3rd 413, 2nd 414, 3rd 415, 2nd 416, 3rd 417, 418, 2nd 419, 420-430, 2nd 431, 432-469, 478, and 492-496 (176 cars) were sold to the Sociedad Colombiana de Transporte Ferroviaro [Colombia Railroad Transportation Corp.] in 1992.

470-477 (8 cars) were built up into Passenger Cars 2nd ##203-209 and #290 in 1993.

483 destroyed in a snow slide at Mile Post 17.5 on April 7, 1977.  About 125 ft. south of the 148-foot long Hannan Snow Shed.
486, 487, and 489 were configured to accept baggage containers in 2009.

497-499 (3 cars) were built up into Passenger Cars 2nd ##200-202 in 1992.
