Side Dump Cars
30-39 (section men’s dump cars) were small 4-wheel, center-pivot, side-lift dump cars.  No air brakes.  Used during construction of railroad.
  Chassis of one of these cars reported in 2018 to be at Alaska 360 Dredge Town, adjacent Klondike Highway Mile 2.2, Skagway, Alaska.
301-312 were Page-type (multiple bin) center-pivot, side-lift dump cars.

2nd 650-655, 656, and 657 are air dump. Bin floor may pivot at either side. As the bin floor pivots, the contents of the bin slide in the direction of the side that is pivoting. The side of the bin in the direction of the flow then drops, pivoting at its bottom. Large rock then slides across the “dropped side” and is propelled away from the track.  Originally 42-inch gauge, Canadian National Rys. cars that ran in Newfoundland.  Transferred to TerraTransport, the CN Rys. Newfoundland subsidiary, in 1979.  Purchased by WP&YR and converted to 3-foot gauge in 1989.

661-665 were Ralston-type drop-bottom cars.  Arch bar trucks.  Purchased new.  Originally, ##801-805, respectively.  Renumbered ##861-865, respectively, in 1947, in order to clear the numbers for use by C&S-type flatcars.  Renumbered ##661-665 in 1960, again to clear the numbers for use by C&S-type flatcars.  #661 sold to Sumpter Valley R.R. in 1985. #662 sold to SV RR in 1991. #663 sold to SV RR in 1991 and resold back to WP&YR in 2005. #663 put on display at 2nd Ave. and Spring St., Skagway, in 2016.  #664 sold to SV RR in 1991. #665 put on display adjacent to Skagway Museum in 1991.
USA 9185-9197 were originally Pacific Coast Ry. flatcars built in 1924,
 and converted to dump cars with the same numbers, most likely in 1930.
  Sold to Feder Auto Wrecking Co. (dealer, Visalia, California) in 1942.  Sold to U.S. Army in 1943, via Loudee Iron & Metal Co. (dealer, New York).
Hopper Cars
315 and 316 were Hart convertible (between longitudinal hopper and gondola) cars.  Ordered from Rodger Ballast Car Co., but built by American Car & Foundry Co.  #315 destroyed by the Skagway wharf fire on December 12, 1914

640-647 multi-service cars, characterized by two (2) parallel rows of longitudinal hopper bays, meaning that the hopper bays parallel the rails instead of being perpendicular to the rails. Each of the rows consists of two bays, for a total of four hopper bays.  Each hopper bay has two doors which pivot from the bottom, instead of from the top. Each of the eight doors may be separately controlled and adjusted. This arrangement enables the ballast flow to be controlled or stopped.  #640 was from Canadian Car & Foundry Co. Lot #2247, Specification #F-76.  ##641-647 were from CC&F Lot #2269, Spec. #F-80.  Originally 42-inch gauge, Canadian National Rys. cars that ran in Newfoundland.
  Transferred to TerraTransport, the C.N.R. Newfoundland subsidiary, in 1979.  Purchased by the WP&YR and converted to 3-foot gauge in 1990.
1st 650-655 had a single longitudinal hopper.  Arch bar trucks.  Originally, Granby Consolidated Mining, Smelting & Power Co.  Ordered from the Seattle Car & Foundry Co., but built by Kilbourne & Jacobs Co.  Purchased by WP&YR in 1940 as ##850-855, via A. R. Williams Machinery Co. (dealer) in 1940.  Renumbered ##1st 650-655, respectively, in 1960, in order to clear the numbers for use by C&S-type flatcars.

670-684 have laterally disposed hoppers.  Originally, East Broad Top Railroad & Coal Co.
  #681 was built in 1915 or 1916.
  Between 1943 and 1949, the EBT applied side extensions to EBT #894 (later WP&YR #671), EBT #1018 (WP&YR #673), EBT #1024 (WP&YR #680), EBT #1072 (WP&YR #682), and EBT #976 (WP&YR #684).  The WP&YR removed these extensions.  Purchased by the WP&YR in 1968.  On all ex-EBT cars, the WP&YR put a line inside the containers indicating 38 cubic yards, which is their capacity for dry gravel.  #675 scrapped in 1977.  #677 scrapped in 1973.  Remaining 13 cars retired in 1990.  Of these 13 cars, ##670 671, and 684 scrapped in 2017.  ##672, 673, 674, 679, 680, 682, and 683 sold to Sumpter Valley R.R. in 1991.  SV RR scrapped #673 in 1993.  #676 sold to Lahaina, Kaanapali & Pacific R.R. in 1995.  #678 has been stored since 2002.  #681 sold to Hamilton Mfg. Co. in 2011; presumed to have been scrapped by Hamilton.
