White Pass-Type Cabooses
1st 903’s trucks detached in 1939.  Car body became a shed at Robinson, Yukon by 1944.  Gone since at least 2010.

904’s trucks detached in 1939.  Car body became a cabin near MP 6 (West Fork bridge).  Cabin dismantled in 1960.
1st 905 was originally Stock Car #703.  Converted to cupola caboose in 1901, and renumbered to 2nd 901.  (1st 901 was out of service from 1902 to 1906.)  In 1906, 1st 901 was restored to service and 2nd 901 was renumbered to 1st 905.  Trucks detached and car sold in 1952.  Cupola removed by 1987.  Car body reported in 2018 to be at Jewell Gardens, adjacent Klondike Highway Mile 2, Skagway, Alaska.
906 was originally Stock Car #701.  Converted to cupola caboose in 1901, and given 2nd 902.  1st 902 was out of service from 1902 to 1906.  In 1906, 1st 902 was restored to service and 2nd 902 was renumbered to 905.  Destroyed in a wreck at Mile Post 37 on February 18, 1938.
Steel Cabooses
907 was configured with platform at one end only, for use with rotary snowplows.  Always had a steel underframe.  Wrecked in a snow slide at Mile Post 17.6 in 1949.  Rebuilt later in 1949 with all steel construction and a flanger.  Destroyed by the October 15, 1969 Skagway roundhouse fire.  Hannan Snow Shed erected in 1949 at Mile Post 17.6 as a result of the snow slide which had wrecked the caboose.
3rd 911 was originally standard gauge car, Great Northern Ry. #X-118.  Became Burlington Northern, Inc. #10078 in 1970.  Became BNSF Ry. #10078 in 1995.  Purchased by the WP&YR in 2000 as #913, and converted to 3-foot gauge.  Renumbered 3rd 911 in 2003.  Destroyed by an avalanche at Slippery Rock in April 2017.
Sumpter Valley Cabooses
U.S. Army 909 was originally owned by the Utah & Northern Ry. (U&N #74~85).  Renumbered to 1604~1615 in 1885 to conform to Union Pacific Ry. system-wide numbering.
  Transferred to Oregon Short Line & Utah Northern Ry. in 1889 (OSL&UN #1604~1615).  Transferred to Oregon Short Line R.R. in 1897 (OSL #16001).  Re-numbered to 599 in 1900 or 1901.
  Sold to the Sumpter Valley Ry. in 1903 (SV #4).
  Purchased by the U.S. Army in 1943 (USA #909).  Destroyed by fire on December 9, 1945.
1st 911 was originally Sumpter Valley Ry. #3.  Purchased by the U.S. Army in 1943 (USA #911).  Retired in 1946.  Sold to the WP&YR in March 1947 (WP&YR 1st 911).  Resold in 1947 to a private party who used car as a shed in Skagway, Alaska.  Sent to Sumpter Valley R.R. in 1991 (SV #3).  Restored to operation in 2006.
C&S-Type Cabooses
The 12 C&S-type cabooses were sold to the U.S. Army in 1943 via the Chicago Freight Car Parts Co. (dealer), under 7th Zone Transportation Office Contract W2789-TC-993, dated March 23, 1943.

U.S. Army 851 was originally Denver, South Park & Pacific R.R. #69.  Became Denver, Leadville & Gunnison Ry. #1507 in 1889.  Became Colorado & Southern Ry. #306 in 1899.  C&S renumbered it #1005 in 1912.
  Became USA #90851 via the Chicago Freight Car Parts Co. (dealer) in 1943.  Renumbered USA #851 in 1944.

U.S. Army 90852 was originally Denver, South Park & Pacific R.R. #65.  Became Denver, Leadville & Gunnison Ry. #1503 in 1889.  Became Colorado & Southern Ry. #304 in 1899.  C&S renumbered it #1003 in 1912.
  Became USA #90852 via the Chicago Freight Car Parts Co. (dealer) in 1943.  Wrecked at Mile Post 9.5 on November 12, 1943.  Not renumbered USA #852.  Body thereafter became a car inspector’s shack at Skagway Shops, Alaska.  Demolished by fire in 1958.

U.S. Army 90853 was originally Denver & Rio Grande R.R. 4-wheel Caboose 2nd 57.  Renumbered to #0556 in 1887.  Rebuilt into 8-wheel caboose about 1907.  D&RG became the Denver & Rio Grande Western R.R. in 1921.  Caboose sold to the Silverton Northern RR. in 1937
 (D&RGW Authority for Expenditure #6709).  Became USA #90853 via Dulien Steel Products Co. (dealer) and the Chicago Freight Car Parts Co. (dealer) in 1943.  Wrecked in a collision at White Pass on December 5, 1943.  Not renumbered to USA #853.  Body became car inspector’s shack at Skagway Shops thereafter.  Demolished by fire in 1958.

U.S. Army 854-862 were originally Colorado & Southern Ry. boxcars.  Renumbered USA ##854-862, respectively, in 1944.  USA #857 turned over to the WP&YR in 1946 (#909).  USA #858, USA #859, and USA #861 sold to the WP&YR in 1947.  (USA #858 became WP&YR #858; USA #859 became WP&YR #859; USA #861 became WP&YR #861.)  Underframe of USA #859 used to make WP&YR Boxcar #760 in 1948.  #861 converted to Work Car 2nd X14 and named Katler’s Castle in 1955.  2nd X14 reconverted back to caboose and renumbered 2nd 911 in 1967.

909 has flangers.  Ex-USA #90857.  Renumbered USA #857 in 1944.  Turned over to the WP&YR in 1946 (#909).  Retired and put on display at Bennett, British Columbia in 1968.  Moved to Skagway Shops in 1990.  Restored to service in 1998.

2nd 911 is ex-USA #90861.  Renumbered USA #861 in 1944.  Sold to the WP&YR in 1947 (#861).  Became Work Car 2nd X14 and was named Katler’s Castle, 1962~1965.  Reconverted back to caboose and renumbered 2nd 911 in 1967.  Retired in 1972.  Put on display at 8th Ave. and Spring St., Skagway, Alaska, in 2016.
