Set up in the company shops when new, # 60 was out of service in overhaul at her last inspection. Her fire box had been renewed and all boiler tubes replaced. #60 was reassembled following abandonment of the main line and could only be tested briefly on the piers. Costing $32,803.19 when new, #60 was offered for sale for $22,500. Although the other 2-8-2’s were scrapped in 1953, the OR&L decided to save #60 and she resided in the remains of the roundhouse at Iwilei until 1966 when she was sold for a scrap value of $700.00 and torched.
